Aloha+ Curricular Database functionality
● Login/process for certified educators to help process the crosswalk to standards.

● Login/process for Career Pathways architects (Hawaii P-20, UH Community Colleges) to 
build/certify relevant credit pathways to credentials, certificates, Hawaii high school diploma, 
post-secondary.

● Registration for schools to log their ma ka hana ʻike projects in the community to match with 
volunteers, small businesses, and nonprofits. Users of the system could get a notification when an 
aligned opportunity arises.

● Messaging board for educators/community to pose questions, seek resources not in the database.

● Student involvement: Registration for official school clubs or community clubs with students to 
register an Aloha+ Challenge project.

● Donation exchange: Schools can post their material needs for a project that businesses can fulfill.
